'We anticipate the Government's answer as the Day 6 of our hunger strike passes by. As per our previous email, we are undertaking this hunger strike as we are deeply hurt and disappointed by the fact that the Australian Government has been delaying our decision about our plea for political asylum.

Today, it is very painful to say that one of us attempted suicide. We certainly do not want to die but we feel so powerless, helpless and stuck. We have no where to go. We fled our homeland (Sri Lanka) desperate to live a safe life with dignity. When we started our journey, we were happy in the hope of having a refuge where we can lead a normal life. However, we were left stranded here at the camp like living corpse or even worse with false promise that were never acknowledged. We noticed today that the saline given to some of us from the Medical reps were already past its expiry date. Please see the attached photos. Needless to say the consequence of using such an expired saline which can harm the health. Why are we being treated like this? Are we not human? Don't we have the right to live a normal peaceful life?'
